USS Intrepid Salute to 9/11 Families

When: 10:30 to 11:30 am

Location: Esplanade Plaza at the North Cove (Marina) of the World Financial Center in Battery Park City. 
On Monday, the aircraft carrier USS Intrepid will sail down the Hudson to Bayonne NJ for major repairs and refurbishment.  This is the first time since Intrepid arrived in New York 24 years ago that she has been underway, and it provides an important opportunity for Intrepid – a veteran of World War II and Vietnam – to honor those we lost on September 11.

When Intrepid passes by the site of the ceremony, which is across from Ground Zero, a 100-foot US flag will be unfurled off the side of the ship in tribute.  The Flag will be manned by Former Crew Members of Intrepid, some who served as long ago as World War II, and by SUNY Maritime Cadets who are carrying on their tradition of service.  The Flag will be unfurled along the starboard side of the vessel, facing Ground Zero, as Intrepid passes on this historic journey.  

The USS Intrepid is familiar to generations of New Yorkers who have enjoyed its Air and Space Museum. However, this historical vessel also has a deep and significant relationship with the families of 9/11.  Beginning that same day and for five weeks thereafter, Intrepid served as the Emergency Operations Center for the FBI investigating the attack.  Further, two of the Museum‘s leading Trustees were closely and personally involved in the 9/11 tragedy: Cantor Fitzgerald’s Chairman and CEO Howard Lutnick and Cantor Fitzgerald Partner, Kent Karosen.  The Intrepid Museum staff also volunteered for many days following 9/11 to establish and run Cantor’s family support center at area hotels.

Several days after September 11 Intrepid also delivered to the Fire Department chief in charge of the rescue and recovery effort our 100-foot flag that veterans unfurl during the annual Memorial Day ceremony aboard the Intrepid.  This flag was then hung on the World Financial Center and flew there as a symbol of our national unity.  The flag we will unfurl on Nov. 6 is a duplicate of the flag brought to Ground Zero.
