Established jointly by the World Trade Center Disaster Fund and the British Council, the Fund gives full scholarships to children or dependants of victims of 9/11 for undergraduate or Master’s level study at higher education institutions in the United Kingdom. The scholarships cover funding for full-time study leading to a degree at in England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. Scholarships include funding for tuition fees, accommodation, travel expenses to and from country of residence and living expenses in the United Kingdom. 

There are no age restrictions for applicants for 9/11 scholarships, and there are no restrictions on mature students applying; however, you must meet the entrance requirements of the UK institution(s) you are applying to. The UK 9/11 Scholarships Fund is required under the terms of its endowment to ensure applicants demonstrate need, hardship or distress, and financial statements are required as part of the application process. Applications are now being accepted and the deadline is May 31st.
