In the aftermath of September 11, 2001, Westchester County Executive Andy Spano and the Board of Legislators embarked on a project to develop a memorial to honor the 109 Westchester residents who perished in the tragedies.

The Westchester 9/11 families selected Kensico Dam Plaza as the site because of its central location. They wanted the memorial to be a welcoming destination for individual remembrance and reflection that would leave the visitor with a feeling of hope for the future. A selection committee comprised of several family members, county staff and professionals in the field of public art selected "The Rising," an 80-foot sculpture of 109 intertwining stainless steel strands rising together and reaching skyward.
The memorial includes the names of all the Westchester residents who died, the communities in which they lived and a quote about them from their loved ones. The words are engraved along the outside of the memorial's circular base. The rods extend from the base like the spokes of a wheel before reaching up and intertwining. Landscaping, including perennial plantings and benches, surround the base, with the Kensico Dam as a backdrop. "The Rising" is open, can be approached from all directions and allows people of all ages and abilities to view it as well as move through it.
